The East Riding Stages Rally will start 
from Beverley Saturday Market on 
Sunday 23 February 2025.

Rally crews from across the UK will bring their 
specially prepared stage rally cars to compete 
on closed roads in the Holderness area as part 
of the Probite British Rally Championship. 

The Rally will have 10 competitive special 
stages, linked by 80 non-competitive miles on 
the roads between stages.

The Rally is authorised by the governing body 
of motorsport in the UK, Motorsport UK, and has 
been planned in close liaison with the local 
councils, emergency services, local residents 
and East Yorkshire County Council.

Some roads will be closed during the Rally and 
we appreciate that this can have an impact 
on residents during the event. 

The good news is that the road closures will only 
be in place for one day, Sunday 23 February.

The organisers, Beverley & District Motor Club, 
and our competitors are very grateful to all the 
residents of Beverley and the East Riding and 
we hope that you enjoy the spectacle of this 
closed road rally.
